Establishing Samoa's Climate Change Adaptation Trust Fund

The Government of Samoa has received funding from the Climate Investment Funds (CIF) through the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD), toward the cost of Samoa's Pilot Program for Climate Resilience, and intends to apply part of the proceeds of these funds to payments under the proposed technical assistance.
The technical assistance will be provided by a team of individual consultants in the areas of financial, legal and governance for establishing and managing a national trust fund for climate change adaptation. The team of three (3) will comprise the following:

1. Legal Consultant (PPCR1/2012/4.1)
2. Finance Consultant (PPCR1/2012/4.2)
3. National Legal/Accountant Consultant (PPCR1/2012/4.3)
Suitably qualified consultants are hereby invited to submit a letter of interest, and Curriculum Vitae (CV), with description of experience in similar assignments, and similar conditions etc. The selection for each of the above positions shall be carried out on the basis of relevant experience, qualifications, and capability to carry out the assignment. Individuals’ services offered by firms would be considered only if applications from all individuals are not suitably qualified. 

The qualification requirements for each of the positions, is described briefly below:
1. Legal Consultant: 
At least a graduate degree in law with extensive experience and in-depth knowledge in trust, public, international and contract law, preferably in developing country contexts
2. Finance Consultant:
At least a graduate degree in law with extensive experience and in-depth knowledge of public finance, sustainable financing mechanisms, in particular, trust funds, and preferably in developing country contexts
3. National Consultant:
Graduate qualification, preferably in law and/or accountancy with experience and knowledge in trust, public, international and contract law in developing country contexts and specifically in Samoa
