Project Overview

The Electric Power Corporation is implementing emergency developments to its power system. The

current peak demand in Upolu and Savaihas surpassed EPC6s generation caj
to rise exponentially within the next few years. This project is to supply, install and commission

Containerized Generator-sets (CGS) at the National Control Dispatch Centre (NCDC) Fuluasou and

at Savaii Power Station. The proposed N-2 project is to allow room for contingency. So, in likely cases

of emergencies, and the main generation capacity is unable to support the demand, the CGS system

can kick in to accommodate the load demand.

The new CGS will be housed within ISO containers and is completely self-contained They are

designed to be standby and high-speed units enclosed in containerized units.

Description of Works

It is required that the Works as described herein be designed, constructed, and completed in
accordance with the tender documents which includes the Contract Agreement, Conditions of
Contract, this Specification, and the Drawings, for EPC.

The Contractor (turnkey) may or may not, at their own risk, use any of the technical specification
contained herein. It is emphasized that Bidders may submit, for approval, other alternatives (drawing
details and specifications).

Civil & Construction Scope

The Contractor will design and construct a concrete pad with a containment bund that is high quality
and will be adapted to the sizing dimensions of the proposed CGS. The proposed site includes many
electrical equipment and HV underground cablings. The contractor should note that in preparation for
the Savaii site project. The design and layout vary in terms of the location and the design of all
underground connections. However, requirements listed for the civil works for one (1) CGS are the
exact same as Fuluasou. The contractor may propose a technical alternative design of a potential
layout to be approved by EPC.
